· we give input to government on proposed legislation that affects our profession – recent examples are the Sectional Titles Amendment Bill and the Alienation of Land Amendment Bill (changing the 'cooling-off clause') 

· we are currently supporting the National Association of Managing Agents' application to the government to exempt estate agents from compliance with the Debt Collectors Act

· we are represented on seven boards and committees that deal with qualifications, education, and training – current projects include developing the NQF 7 qualification for estate agents who are already well experienced

· we deal directly with the top management of the Estate Agency Affairs Board, which regulates our profession 
· we are represented on the Property Forum, a joint body made up of the EAAB, the Services SETA, and other property profession stakeholders
· we are a member of the Property Sector Charter Council, which promotes BEE in the real estate sector

· we worked with the Association of Residential Communities to draw up best practice guidelines to assist Institute members and home owners' associations with the sale of units in residential complexes.

We're organised for effectiveness
Over the past couple of years, we've reorganised the IEASA to make it more effective:

· we took over the National Association of Real Estate Agencies (NAREA)

· through our Corporate Groups Advisory Council, the large real estate groups can help to shape the direction of the IEASA and the profession
· our Past Presidents Advisory Council enables our profession's 'elder statesmen' to share their collective wisdom and experience with our members

· our Chief Operating Officer is Pam Snyman, a well-known and experienced figure in the profession
· we opened additional regional offices to make our services and benefits more easily accessible
· our re-designed website (www.ieasa.org.za) features a search facility to enable the public to search for IEASA members in their areas, and we encourage sellers and landlords and bodies corporate to use IEASA members to market or manage their properties
· we carried out a nationwide roadshow in August and September 2010 to connect more closely with our members – it was so successful that we're making it an annual event from now on.
